When a concerned reserved category candidate is not available, candidates belonging to SC, ST, NT,
OBC shall be interchangeably admitted in that place as per reservation policy of the government and the
reservation be completed.

5. The rule of non-creamy layer shall be applicable to reserved category candidates other than SC and
ST. 6. Reservation benefits shall not be applicable to reserved category candidates outside of
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Maharashtra State.
7. Same above mentioned reservation policy shall be applicable where admissions to second year are
given on the basis of specialization.

8. Reservation policy to be observed in admissions and the governing GRS and circulars are displayed
on the website of this section. The same must be observed meticulously while executing the admission
process. Backward category teachers are to be appointed as Backward Category Nominees on the
admission committee. A list of Backward Category Nominees is attached herewith for reference. As and
when necessary, contact the Reservation Cell regarding additional information about reservation.
